6 How testing is done.

Testing is easy. Only a test conducted by a qualified licensed radon professional
contractor, like At Home Radon, can be brought into your real estate negotiating.
Nearly one out of every 3 homes in the Tri-State are estimated to have an elevated
radon level (4.0 pCi/L or more). Compare this to the National average of 1 out of every
15 homes and you can see why all homes should be tested, even homes with operating
radon systems. Every home has some level of radon. However, if a radon level is
over 4.0 pCi/L, the EPA strongly recommends mitigation.

@ The solution.

This problem is effectively remedied through radon mitigation. A mitigation
system is simply an exhaust system that draws air from under the home and releases
it outside bypassing your living spaces. It is referred to as Sub-Slab suction. The
average cost range to lower radon levels in a home is $800 - $2,500. The Ohio
Department of Health has a complete list of licensed radon mitigation specialists
such as the experienced and trusted team of At Home Radon.
